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The idea was bold for its time. When Loretto Academy was founded by the Sisters of
Loretto in San Elizario, Texas, in 1879, it was the first Catholic preparatory school for women
in the Southwest. Here, young women could receive a rigorous and challenging education
in a supportive environment. The school was moved to the downtown area of El Paso in
1892 under the name of St. Joseph’s Academy. Loretto, at its present location, Austin
Terrace Historic District, was established in 1923 by Mother Praxedes Carty. Now
celebrating over 80 years, Loretto continues to challenge the way its students think about
themselves and their role in our changing world.

Today, the Loretto Academy campus is home to an active co-educational preschool and
Elementary School, as well as a Middle and High School program designed especially for
young women. Ours is an environment where each student learns to value his or her own
uniqueness and potential for growth and service to the community.

The Loretto Academy curriculum is noteworthy for its rigor, emphasis on independent
thinking, and commitment to the growth and achievement of all students. It is
academically and intellectually demanding, but it also takes into consideration that emotion
and spirituality, as well as imagination and creativity, must be nurtured for a student to
develop into a well-rounded person.

Loretto Academy provides the richness
of a multi-cultural setting and is committed
to serving students from Texas, New
Mexico, and Mexico in an atmosphere that
encourages students to speak and listen to
one another, to live by the Loretto school
values of community, faith, justice, and
respect and to treasure the gift of
education.
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During the early years of learning (ages four through eight), Loretto Academy’s
educational focus in the Elementary School is on the principles and stages of child
development. We foster individual interests, recognize the social nature of learning, and
value cultural and linguistic diversity. We expand opportunities for girls and boys by
enriching the curriculum, enhancing instruction, and extending learning time to
accommodate each child’s culture, language, learning style, and pace. Our early
childhood program helps create caring communities through an environment that
demonstrates respect for others, commitment to shared values, the importance of
enhancing the self-worth of each child, and a special emphasis on developing the
students’ relationships to God. We are committed to establishing strong connections
between the family and the school.

This basic philosophy continues into the upper elementary grades, where Loretto
provides a learning environment that addresses the cognitive, affective, physical, and
spiritual needs of boys and girls, ages eight through eleven. Our primary goal at this level
is the development of the mind, heart, will, and bodily health of each of our students in
order to lay a solid foundation for life in a changing world. We strive to establish a
hierarchy of values, developing the students’ relationships with God, family, neighbor,
nature, and self with a special emphasis on the Loretto school values of faith, community,
justice, and respect.

In the Middle School, grades 6 through 8, our focus is on addressing the unique needs of
girls between the ages of eleven and fourteen. During this time of rapid development and
both physical and emotional changes, adolescent girls need the nurturing and
support provided by a faculty specially trained in educating this unique age group.
Varied learning activities serve to enhance and build upon the foundation established in the
Elementary School. High academic standards help to prepare Middle School students for
their High School career.

In the High School, education is viewed not as an end in itself, but as an empowering
process that prepares our students for present and future growth. By providing a warm,
caring atmosphere, we endeavor to develop in each person a sense of her own self-worth
as a child of God and citizen of the world. In our interaction with each student, we hope
to help her experience academic success and build self-confidence. In our
teaching, we seek to assist the student to develop spiritually, physically, emotionally,
intellectually, and socially, according to her level of maturation. Building on this
foundation, we believe that she will be a person of integrity and an active and caring
member of the human community. It is our goal that she will be capable of the self-
sacrifice and commitment needed to help others and that she will graduate with a love of
learning that will remain with her the rest of her life.

ADMISSIONS PROCEDURES & FORMS

NEW ENROLLMENT

1. Fill out Application Form for Admission and schedule interview, tour, and appointment with
appropriate school.

2. Submit a non-refundable $10.00 application fee along with Application Form and photo.

3. All entering students are evaluated by Loretto Academy administration through an interview/visit
process. Students entering 9th or 10th grade are required to take a placement exam. The Academy
reserves the right to place a student in the grade or class group that it feels will be most beneficial
to the student and the Academy. Parents/guardians will be notified by the appropriate school whether
or not their child has been accepted into Loretto Academy.

4. All applicants for Pre-Kindergarten class should have turned 4 years old by September 1.
5. All applicants for the Middle and High School must complete a personal essay form.

6. All applicants for the Middle and High School (6th through 12th grade) must provide three completed
Confidential Teacher Evaluation Forms. Elementary School applicants (1st through 5th grade) must
provide one completed Confidential Teacher Evaluation Form.

7. A copy of a current report card, immunization record, and birth certificate must be submitted to the
appropriate school.

8. Upon acceptance, parents/guardians will be directed to the Admissions Office to complete and sign
the Student Registration Forms. A $350.00 NON-REFUNDABLE AND NON-TRANSFERABLE tuition

deposit is due at this time.

9. Tuition is payable as scheduled in the Student Admissions Contract. Please READ THE STUDENT
ADMISSIONS CONTRACT CAREFULLY.

10. Immigration Law: Students coming from a foreign country must have a visa with them each day.
A Form 1-20 must be filled out and submitted to the U.S. Consulate office in Cd. Juarez.
